Dear Mr. Plescia,

There is an issue that has arisen lately regarding school boundaries that has compelled me to write to you.  Currently my child attends L.R. Green School in South Escondido.  L.R. Green hosts grades K-8 and San Pasqual High (directly across Bear Valley Parkway from L.R. Green) houses grades 9-12.  As an involved parent I have witnessed firsthand how the increasingly crowded conditions at L.R. Green have started to affect its historically high-quality educational experience.

In March of last year I, and many other parents, voted in a bond measure for $46M, over half of which was earmarked to build Bear Valley Middle School in between L.R. Green and San Pasqual High.  It was certainly my expectation that my child would matriculate from L.R. Green through Bear Valley and on to San Pasqual since they are basically all co-located.

Unfortunately it seems as though this new school is being used to satisfy some political objectives within the district.  Last month we were briefed on a proposed boundary change that would force my child to attend Del Dios Middle School vice the new Bear Valley Middle School whose funding my vote just approved.  Del Dios is very troublesome to me because of the drastically lower API scores (641 at Del Dios vs. 842 at L.R. Green) and the increased disciplinary problems (125 student suspensions last year at Del Dios vs. 25 at L.R. Green).  But more disconcerting is the appearance of a “bait and switch” tactic in lobbying for the school bond measure.  I can assure you that I would not have voted for that bond last year had I known about this and will never vote for another when tactics such as this are employed.  I do not advocate new schools being built in my neighborhood that my children will not be allowed to attend.

With its current budgetary problems, California desperately needs to build a coalition of voters, parents, and educators now more than ever.  I respectfully submit that a first step in this direction would be adding to the current L.R. Green school boundaries in order to reach the capacity of the new Bear Valley Middle School.  It simply makes no sense that if no school was built, my children would be going down the road to L.R. Green, but now with a four-fold increase in capacity there, they will be sent north to Del Dios.
